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What does your thesis work investi-
gate?

Metamorphosis not only investigates

and considers aesthetic notions and the
essence of abstract image-making, but
also how the unconscious and the body
interface to express emotions through
non-representational means. At the same
time, it challenges the norms and con-
ventional methods of photography itself.

How has your thesis project evolved
since its inception?

Metamorphosis began as a series of
in-camera distortions and manipulations
of urban and rural landscapes and has
evolved into a body of work that syn-
thesizes photography, printmaking, and
painting into abstract imagery. The im-
agery explores how the unconscious and
the body interface to express emotions
and states of mind.

In your practice, is there a question
you are trying to answer?

One of the main ideas I'm exploring
through my artmaking practice is why
and how the unconscious mind and
body orchestrate and express emotions
and states of mind within the work

I'm producing.
